Environmental education collaborate with NGOs

The University of Sharjah collaborates with the Emirates Environmental Group, a nationally
recognized environmental NGO, through a formal Memorandum of Understanding that establishes
joint work in areas of shared environmental interest. This agreement provides a structured
framework for cooperation supporting educational, scientificc and community-oriented
environmental activities.

The MoU outlines wide-ranging areas of collaboration that strengthen the University’s participation
in environmental and climate-related initiatives. These include the establishment of an effective
partnership to serve the community, the organization of joint conferences, scientific forums, and
specialized environmental events, and cooperation in supervising selected student projects and
graduate research in fields defined by the Group. The agreement also specifies the identification of
environmental areas of mutual interest, with the University supporting related research and studies
that serve development needs.

The collaboration further includes joint efforts in the marketing and promotion of environmental
programs and campaigns, with EEG accessing University student and graduate databases to support
participation. The University in turn supports the promotion of the Group’s campaigns, programs,
and activities. The MoU also provides for the inclusion of university representatives in relevant
committees formed under the agreement, and creates opportunities for qualified students and
graduates to work alongside EEG teams in areas of shared environmental relevance. Both parties
additionally commit to the exchange of technical expertise and the training of personnel to support
environmental education and community engagement.

Through these activities, the University of Sharjah maintains an active partnership with the

Emirates Environmental Group that enhances environmental education, supports awareness
efforts, and contributes to community engagement connected to climate-related adaptation themes.
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
