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Collaboration with NGOs for SDGs

The University of Sharjah collaborates with the Emirates Environmental Group (EEG), a nationally
recognized environmental NGO, to strengthen environmental awareness, student engagement, and
sustainable development initiatives in alighment with the Sustainable Development Goals. This collaboration
is formalized through a Memorandum of Understanding that establishes a framework for cooperation
between both parties in community service, research, and educational activities that promote environmental
protection and sustainable practices.

Scope of Cooperation as defined in Article (2) of the MoU:

1. Building an effective partnership between both parties to serve the community and support
educational and environmental efforts.

2. Cooperation in organizing conferences, scientific forums, and seminars on topics of shared interest,
following best international practices.

3. Guiding and supervising student projects, graduate research, and postgraduate studies in relevant
professional and technical areas.

4. Identifying environmental fields of mutual concern and supporting the University in conducting
related studies and research.

5. Cooperation in marketing and promoting environmental activities, campaigns, and programs
through access to student and graduate databases.

6. Supporting the joint promotion of EEG campaigns and programs through university channels and
student participation.

7. Placing university representatives on relevant committees formed under the agreement to ensure
continued cooperation and coordination.

8. Providing training opportunities, exchange of expertise, and practical engagement for students and
graduates in environmental and sustainability-related fields.

Within this framework, the University of Sharjah actively engages with EEG in educational and awareness
programs that promote environmental responsibility among students. The University’s students have
participated in multiple EEG initiatives that foster environmental advocacy and sustainable thinking. In
2023, four students from the Department of Environmental Health took part in the Intercollegiate
Environmental Public Speaking Competition organized by EEG, an annual event that brings together
university students from across the Middle East and North Africa to raise environmental awareness and
advocate for sustainability. The participating group represented the University under the supervision of Prof.
Mohamed Adel Asghar and Dr. Lucy Samrajian.
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In the 24th edition held in 2024, the Female Student Council and the Student Debate Team from the
University participated under the theme “Green Innovation: Visioning Cities of Tomorrow.” Their
participation reflects the University’s dedication to equipping students with a platform to express ideas,
present research, and advocate for environmental action.

In addition to the competition, University students and faculty participated in the EEG workshops, awareness
activities, and campaigns that focus on environmental conservation, waste reduction, and sustainable
development. These engagements enhance student understanding of environmental challenges while
promoting volunteering and applied learning through collaboration with a leading NGO in the UAE.
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Through this continuous collaboration, the University of Sharjah demonstrates a clear
alignment with SDG 17.2.5, which emphasizes partnerships with NGOs to address the SDGs through student
volunteering, research, and the creation of educational resources. The partnership with EEG provides
structured opportunities for students to participate in national sustainability programs, gain experiential
learning in environmental stewardship, and contribute directly to advancing the Sustainable Development
Goals.
